Secretary’s Report: Kathi Wickham – A motion was made to accept the December ’08 minutes; it was seconded and the minutes were unanimously approved.  

Treasurer’s Report: Sue Sinagra - The treasurer’s report for December was distributed. The interest rate dropped; Dec. interest was only $30. There was discussion of looking for a bank with a higher interest rate in money market accounts. A motion was made to accept the Treasurer’s report; it was seconded and unanimously approved.  

Banquets & Awards: Bob Sinagra/Laura Gambino – The concession stand is working nicely, though it can get a little crowded. We are making 2X the income at boys’ games than girls’. We need 7 volunteers for boy’s games, but can manage with 4 for girls’ games. We have a 17% increase in sales from last year this time. We have a broader menu – mozzarella sticks are a big hit. The huge Coca Cola cooler keeps everything cold. The small freezer makes it difficult to keep fully stocked with everything all the time. We can only sell what we have. Bob visited Bristol Central to observe their concession stand operations. He reported that we seem to be “right on the mark.”  

Noted in the concession operations instructions is a request to email Laura with a list of items needed for the next event. Please make sure to do this. Signs with directions are often taken. Mike said there have been no complaints about trash in the gym. The custodians see Booster Club members checking/picking up trash.

Old Business:

Recycle bins are in place in the small gym and near the concession stand.

Dragon Duals Wrestling Meet is this Sat. 1/17. This is a big event, raising over $1000 profit last year. We need to make sure we have enough help in the concession stand. We provide breakfast and lunch menus. Cooking will occur in the concession stand, and then everything will be set up like a cafeteria line in the small gym, possibly with 2 cashiers. There will be tables/seating for 100. Bob asked everyone who may be available to help out a little if possible. Entry is at the bus loop door. Coach Fong will ask the wrestling parents to help with setup. 

Fall Banquet – what groups are invited and why? Mike reported that groups recognized in the Northwest Conference as sports during that particular season should be invited. Next year we will be in a different conference (CCC); sports recognized by the conference will be invited.

Thanksgiving Day football game – There was discussion at the Dec. meeting about the division of duties of the 2 schools.  Tonight Mike spoke about the original contract between Middletown High School and Xavier High School . This contract states how the game is to be run and played. It was written 11+ years ago. Middletown has a larger number of people supporting them, so it was determined that MHS would take care of the purchasing and set up, while Xavier (with many fewer support persons) would work concessions with the MHS Booster Club and handle all of the bill paying and accounting issues. There is a full accounting of all finances. A statement in an old file said that the home team counts the concession money; this policy was changed. Mike said that next year we will have someone present when the money is counted after the game. All money goes to Xavier after the game and is locked in a safe. Bills are then paid as they come in. Profit is split between Xavier and MHS Athletic Dept. This year’s profit is about $5500 each. The Mayor’s office donated $1000 toward the banquet costs. There was concern that the Xavier person who was collecting the money at areas throughout the field did not have a police escort when carrying large amounts of cash. There should be an escort. Mike was asked to suggest that the schools revisit the notion of the home school doing the shopping for concessions. With the current game schedule, each school would do this every other year. This is a good event that brings Middletown residents together on a day we give thanks.
New Business:

Outside Concession Stand – We had our inspection and received our health permit; however, we did not pass inspection. DPH wants another sink; Mike is going to ask for a waiver. There also must be grounded outlets near the sinks. More information will follow on this.

A motion was made and seconded to adjourn the meeting. It was unanimously approved.
