Last year it was unexpectedly warm, so extra hot chocolate was given to the band, since we sold out of cold drinks.

The swimming pool should be ready by 12/1 for the Boys Swim Team. Even though the Girls Swim Team has ended their season, they will still have an opportunity to go swimming, per Mike Pitruzzello.

New Business:

Recycling – At football games, some of the students have been collecting bottles/cans from the trash for recycling. There was discussion of the booster club purchasing recycling bins. Jim Condon will explore this. 

Food/drink at sport events – There will be no food or drink allowed in the gym. There was discussion of booster club members checking/cleaning up after games. It was suggested that we examine what we sell at concessions. People may not finish a pack of Starburst or Skittles, but will put them in a pocket. At the next Athletic Directors meeting Mike will address the “no food” and “no re-entry” policies. 

Outside Concession Stand – John Greco did a great job on a floor plan. The stand will be a little smaller than at present. Volunteers will not be able to see the game; looking into close-circuit TV. 

Outdoor Sports Complex - We break ground next week for Phase II of the outdoor sporting complex. Parking will be like now, all in front, so there is no traffic behind the building. Spectators will walk up to the fields. Spring 2009 all events will be off-site. The field should be ready for fall 2009. Mike stated that Derita Construction has donated lighting for the football team to practice, and irrigation to maintain the baseball and softball teams.  

Next Meeting:  The next meeting will be Wednesday, December 3, 2008, 7:00pm. 

The December meeting is the last meeting before basketball season starts. We will use part of this meeting to test run the concession stand. All Heads of are encouraged to attend this meeting. 

Meeting in the lecture hall worked well. Mike suggested meeting in the small gym in Dec. to be closer to the concession area. 

A motion was made and seconded to adjourn the meeting. This was unanimously approved.
